Building on the success of last year’s GPU Prelude Series, the
Speaker Series of 2019 has been developed to further inform and educate, as well as to continue the dialogue
around issues of importance to the community.

For the second event in the series, community members gathered at the Senior Center for a discussion on
Disaster Preparedness presented by a panel of speakers that included Fire Chief Dave White, Emergency
Preparedness Coordinator Christine Parra, Assistant Fire Chief Ken Powell, and Fire Marshal Jeremy De Bie. The
presentation began with an introduction to the Culver City Fire Department, including its mission, values, and
history, in addition to its operations, services, staff, and equipment. Christine Parra discussed the ways in which
the City strives to be disaster resilient, touching on the City’s Disaster Operations, including the Emergency
Operations Plan (EOP), which can be found on Culver City's Emergency Preparedness page. Fire Chief Dave
White discussed the role of volunteer groups such as the Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) and
the Culver City Amateur Radio Emergency Service (CCARES). Fire Marshal De Bie spoke about Very High Fire
Hazard Severity zones and their potential to impact adjacent areas in instances of high winds.
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In his closing comments, Fire Chief White stressed the importance of personal responsibility in emergency
preparedness. There were many examples provided of steps that we can all take now to ensure the wellbeing
of ourselves and our loved ones in the event of a disaster. Fire Marshal De Bie discussed The Wildland Fire
Action Guide, which outlines steps that can be taken to prepare your family and property for a wildland fire.
Fire Chief White touched on messaging and communication, urging those in attendance to make use of the
City’s notification system, Everbridge, in addition to the Emergency Alert System, AM Radio 1690 and Fire
Department social media. Christine Parra discussed steps everyone should take to be prepared for a disaster,
including making a Family Disaster Plan, knowing one’s evacuation route and having a family/household
communication plan.
