Objectives of the 2016 Parkway Guidelines

1. Replace water-thirsty grass with water efficient plantings
Include a climate appropriate plant palette

Walkable car-to-sidewalk access

Create “How to” guide with sample parkway designs
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4. Maintain City tree health.
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Allow:

* Edible Plants and Fruit Trees adjacent to multi-family dwellings up to
15’ high (an addition to City tree)

* Benches, rocks, statues, and other items that are less than 24” tall
(within 5’ of driveways) and less than 30” tall everywhere else
(to preserve driver sight lines)
